STATE OF THE STATE ADDRESS – ROBERT DIRENFELD, PRESIDENT.

1. HB 2643  -  was signed by the Governor on April 24th and will become law 90 days after the signing or 60 days after the close of the legislative session.  A task force of therapists from various settings is being formed.
2. The AzPTA Board has started a long range plan by establishing a building fund to acquire a building to house the association.
3.  Federal Affairs Forum will start on May 8th in Washington.  Arizona will be well represented.
