Copies of the Balance sheet and budget vs actual were distributed.  Suzanne anticipates that the Chapter should realize an excess of income over expenses of $18,000 to $20,000 for fiscal year end.  The Executive Board established a goal of $150,000 for an association building fund at its January 2006 planning meeting.  This is not included in the proposed operating budget but the Board does have the latitude of determining how to allocate the overage for year end.
The 2007 Budget was presented to the Board and is now to be presented to the membership
Budget will be approved with proposed income of $305,630.00 and expenses not to exceed $269,757.00.
The Finance Committee had suggested that a line item be added to allocate funds to the building fund but the board recommended that this not be a line item.
